wliteracy is an essential skill in 21st century Ontario. However, many people in our province do not have
the literacy skills that they need for home, work, and life. In fact, 1 in 6 (or 15%) of Ontarians aged 16 to 65
scored at, or below, Literacy Level 1. People scoring at this level struggle with very serious literacy
challenges, and have trouble reading even the most basic text.

WA further 32% of Ontarians scored at Literacy Level 2, meaning they can read, but with difficulty and will
likely have problems with basic forms and directions encountered in everyday life such as employment or

Advance interest charges).

You can turn the 'Roundups' ON or OFF using the Mylo app which you must download to your mobile
phone.
